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ADMISSIONS POLICY

Children are admitted from the age of 2 years, 7 months although, in agreed circumstances, eg. Financial viability, recommendation by Health visitor, children from 2 years, 5 months may attend and may continue until they start their first term of Nursery School.  With approval children who attend afternoon Nursery may still attend Pre-School until they reach the age of 5 years old.

It is our intention to make our Pre-School genuinely accessible to children and families from all sections of the local community.  In order to accomplish this we will:


1.
Ensure that the existence of the Pre-School is widely known in the local communities.  We will 

place notices advertising the Pre-School in places where all sections of the community can see 

them, in more than one language if appropriate.


2.
Arrange our waiting list in order of date of birth, however, children to be enrolled on a first 

come first served basis.


Registrations Process:

· No more than four children to attend a first visit at any one time.

· The child’s start date should be no longer than two weeks after the initial visit, unless prior consent given by the Pre-School.
· No child should be given a start date that is less than one full week before a term breaking or which coincides with any visits of proposed new children.

· Ideally there should be no more than one child to start on the same day unless in exceptional circumstances and the staff have agreed to take more than one.

Bovingdon Pre-School reserves the right to amend the waiting list with a view to the child’s home location.
